Quite Hot Imposing
Hot Folders. 

Quite Hot Imposing lets you set up multiple hot folders and each 
setup (called a queue) has four different folders. 

• IN folder: PDF files to be processed are put into this folder.

• OUT folder: the resulting file, an imposed layout, is put here. The 
name will be the same as the original file.

• DONE folder: the original file 
is moved to here, unchanged. 
This is done so that no files 
are destroyed and the file will 
only be moved to done when 
processing is successful. 

• ERROR folder: if a file 
cannot be processed we can’t 
just leave it in the IN folder as it 
would be procesed again right 
away! So files which fail are 
moved to error. 

All your setups can be saved 
and repeated on other jobs 
when needed. (We call this 
‘Imposition by Example.)  

Current users of Quite Imposing Plus, our 
Acrobat plug-in, will be able to export their current setups (in 
XML) into Quite Hot Imposing.
